» LRVs take longer to come to a stop than road
vehicles and cannot swerve to avoid contact.

» LRVsare wider than the tracks. Stay well
clear as they approach and leave them
plenty of room.

» Thetracks are smooth and in wet weather the
rail surface at crossings may be slippery.

o The overhead wire is LIVE and carries
750 volts of power. Keep away!
